All champions must be from 1st prize winners, with the exception of reserve champions which may be the exhibit placed 2nd to 
the champion.  

  

Although the greatest care will be taken, the B, & D.P.C. will not be responsible for any mistake, accident, loss, injury or 
damage from any cause whatsoever.  

  

Junior exhibitors must be 6 years of age and under 16 years of age and pen their own birds.  
  

Entries close: Monday 09/06/2025 
By snail mail.. PLEASE ALLOW 2 WEEKS EXTRA TIME FOR DELIVERY by snail mail.                  

No one is permitted to handle or interfere with the exhibits after the exhibits are penned, except for the appointed judges.  
  

Any person or persons causing annoyance by comments on the judges’ decisions, or of insulting or unseemly behaviour shall 
be liable to expulsion from the show and exhibits and or awards will be disqualified.  The judge’s decision will be  
final.
